Never fly near power lines or try to free a kite caught in a 
power line. Call your local power company instead. Carbon spars used
in most kites are good conductors and are very dangerous if caught in 
power lines.

Never fly in stormy weather. Remember, Ben Franklin was very
lucky not to have been killed by his famous experiment.

Never fly near trees. Your kite line might get cut causing you to lose 
control of your kite. The runaway kite could injure people and/or damage 
their property.

Never use metallic flying line. Your kite line should be made of
non-conducting non-abrasive fibers. Electrical shock from conductive kite 
line can kill.

Never fly your kite near or over people. Politely instruct all 
spectators to stand behind you when your kite is being flown.  Remember, 

the safety of others is the  RESPONSIBILITY OF THE FLYER!

Avoid all other obstacles. Besides the risk of entanglement in trees,
you should not fly near roads or parked vehicles. Also make sure that your 
flying area does not have obstructions such as posts and holes, as twisted 
ankles are painful.

FAA rules Sec. 101.13 apply to all kite flying. No person may 
operate a kite more than 500 feet above the surface of the earth or within 
five miles of the boundary of any airport.
